Chandler Woods strongly believes that moral values and character should be evident in all 
aspects of a student’s life.  This includes school dress.  Students are expected to wear 
appropriate clothing that is neat, modest, and is conducive to learning.  Therefore, students are 
requested to adhere to the following: 
 

 

Shoes must be worn at all times.  
Slippers are not permitted.  
Outwear boots are not to be worn 
in the building. 

Shorts/skirts must 
be longer than the 
fingertips when the 
arms hang straight 
to the sides.   

Students should 
always look 
neat and clean. 
Common sense 
should prevail.   

Shoulders must be covered with at least 3 
inches of materials.  Spaghetti strap shirts, 
halter tops, tank tops, undershirts or muscle 
shirts are not permitted.  Low or immodest 
necklines are not permitted.  Shirts must be 
long enough to reach the waistline.  When 
arms are raised, no midriff can be exposed. 

No sweatbands, 
bandanas, or do-rags are 
allowed.  Sunglasses are 
not permitted in the 
building. Hats or head 

coverings are not to 
be worn in the 
building. 
 

Extreme hairstyles, 
unnatural  hair 
colors, chains or 
spike jewelry, or 
body piercing are 
not permitted. 

Pants, including 
denim jeans, must 
be in good repair 
and fitted at the 
waist.  Pajama 
bottoms, athletic 
nylon pants, and 
sweat pants are 
not permitted.   

All clothing must fit 
appropriately.  No 
undergarments may be 
visible.  Offensive 
language, symbols or 
innuendos are 
prohibited on all 
clothing.  Sagging/low 
cut pants and pants 
with words on the seat 
of pants are not 
permitted.
